Libby app has ebooks & audiobooks; HOOPLA has ebooks, audiobooks,
music, TV shows, & movies and Kanopy for movie streaming.

FVRL curates a seed library, get seeds and drop off seed you harvest in your
yard.

The Experience Passes give free, limited access to places like area museums,
Pittock Mansion etc.

Board games are available for check out. Stocked in Vancouver and other
system libraries.

FVRL has a Discover Washington travel kit.

Mayor Anne discussed current status, please see included sheets. She said the
planned police training facility will take 6 years to complete planning and
construction. All can participate in a contest to design a new City flag, see the
CoV website. Jill asked about bike parades that happened in the past. Anne
said C-tran is planning a bike event on a new bus route.
